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Night owls vs. morning larks: New study
reveals impact on cognitive performance

Are you a "night owl" or a
"morning lark"? Do you get
up early to seize the day or
stay up working late into the
night? Whether you think
it's a preference, a habit or
just the way you are, it's
your "chronotype". And a
study suggests your chrono-
type can impact your gener-
al cognitive skills. The study
found that night owls gen-
erally had higher cognitive
scores than morning larks.
The UK-based study, pub-
lished July 11, 2024, in the
journal BM] Public Health,
looked at data from more
than 26,000 people who
had completed a number of
cognitive tests. The aim was
to find out how different
aspects of slep, including
duration, patterns, and
quality, affected mental
sharpness and overall cog-
nitive ability. They found
that sleeping between 7-9
hours a night was optimum
for brain function. But they
also found that a person's
chronotype affected their
test scores.

"Adults who [were] nat-
urally more active in the
evening tended to perform
better on cognitive tests

than those who [were]
'morning people,” said lead
author Raha West, Imperial
College London, UK, in a
press statement. "Rather
than just being personal
preferences, these chrono-
types could impact our cog-
nitive function." But that
didn't mean all morning
people have worse cognitive
performance. "The findings
reflect an overall trend
where the majority might
lean towards better cogni-
tion in the evening types,"
said West. What's more,
your chronotype is not set
in stone — you can adapt,
either way. And simply get-
ting a good night's sleep can
improve your cognitive per-

giving birth every year across
South Asia : Study

Every year, nearly 6,500
adolescent girls in South
Asia die giving birth and
most of them are minors
who have limited power
over their reproductive
health or lives, according to
a joint analysis done by
UNICEE WHO and UNFPA.
South Asia accounts for 290
million child brides - nearly
half of the world’s burden.
In three countries in South

ciate the role of govern-
ments, UN agencies, NGOs
and civil society for the
improvements made by the
SAARC region over the
years in reducing teenage
pregnancy,’ said
Ambassador Golam Sarwar,
the Secretary General of
SAARC. “But the region still
has a long way to go. I call

services for over 2.2 million
adolescent girls that give
birth yearly in South Asia, a
joint press release issued by
the agencies said. “I appre-

Asia, according to an
analysis by UNICEE, WHO
and UNFPA. Most of them
are child brides who have
limited power over their
reproductive health or lives.
When young girls give birth,
their lives can be at risk as
they are not yet physically
ready to give birth.
Thousands more girls are
forced to drop out of school,
face stigma, rejection, vio-
lence, unemployment as
well as lifelong social chal-
lenges. Forty-nine per cent
of young girls in South Asia
are not in education,
employment or training -
the highest in the world, the
press release said.

The science
of sleep chronotypes
Chronotypes are not per-
manent — they can shift
over our lifetimes. "Children
tend to be morning types,
adolescents and young
adults shift towards being
evening types, and older
adults often revert to being
morning types," said Feifei
Wang, a sleep expert at
E6tvos Lorand University in
Budapest, Hungary. But
Wang said there was clear
evidence that our prefer-
ences for sleep and activity
times were persistent, even
when we shift time zones.
"A combination of genetic,
hormonal, environmental,
and lifestyle factors deter-

mines whether a person is
more active in the morning
or evening, and these fac-
tors interact to shape an
individual's chronotype,”
said Wang, who was not
part of the new study
Chronotypes are partly
related to differences in our
circadian rhythms — the
body's biological clock,
which runs essential func-
tions, such as sleep and
metabolism. Genes involved
in a person's circadian
rhythm, include genes called
"CLOCK", "PER", "CRY".
They have a strong impact
on chronotype. They "influ-
ence whether a person is a
morning or evening type,”
Wang told DW. But you can
train yourself to be a morn-
ing or evening type. "We've
shown undergraduate stu-
dents can advance their
chronotype by almost two
hours over two years," said
Ignacio Estevan, a sleep
expert at Universidad de la
Reptblica in Montevideo,
Uruguay. Estevan was also
not involved in the new
study. Estevan has
researched the association
between chronotypes and
school grades. He has found
that test performance in
night owls and morning
larks depended on when

during the day you tested
them for your study. "We
found that late chronotypes
had worse academic per-
formance compared to
early chronotypes in the
morning shift and not in
the afternoon shift" Estevan
told DW, adding that his
research contributed to a
body of evidence showing
that school start-times have
an impact on children's aca-
demic performance. Some
experts argue that better
alignment between school
timing and students' biologi-
cal rhythms would enhance
their opportunities later in
life. Ultimately, said Estevan,
test and cognitive perform-
ance depended on good
quality sleep. Studies tend to
show that people who sleep
longer perform better in
tests. Estevan said that can
be explined by the impor-
tance of skep for learning
and good cognitive func-
tioning. His research has
found that doing an 'all-
nighter' to revise last
minute has a bad effect on
test scores. "Around 15% of
the students [in our study]
did not sleep before the test,
and they had the worst per-
formance," said Estevan. So,
what's the best way to get a
good night's skeep?
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US, South Korea sign joint
nuclear deterrence guidelines
in face of North Korean threats

The US and South Korea
signed joint nuclear deter-
rence guidelines, weeks
after North Korea and
Russia struck a defence pact
that deepened concerns in
the region about the
North's growing nuclear
threats. Meeting Thursday
on the sidelines of a NATO
summit in Washington,
President Joe Biden and
South Korean President
Yoon Suk Yeol commended
what they called “the
tremendous progress” that
their countries’ alliance
have made a year after cre-
ating a joint Nuclear
Consultative Group. Last
year, the US and South
Korea launched the bilateral
consultation body to
enhance information-shar-
ing on nuclear and strategic
operations. The US will
retain the control of its
nuclear weapons, and the
body's establishment was
meant to ease South Korean
worries  about  North
Korean nuclear threats. The
two leaders authorised “the
US-ROK  Guidelines for
Nuclear Deterrence and
Nuclear Operations on the
Korean Peninsula” that was
signed by their defence offi-
cials earlier Thursday,

Lead detective in Alec Baldwin case to testify,
convicted armorer may be called in 'Rust’ trial

The lead detective in the
shooting of cinematograph-
er Halyna Hutchins on the
set of the film “Rust” is like-
ly to be on the stand for
most of Friday at Alec
Baldwin's involuntary
manslughter trial in New
Mexico, as prosecutors try
to cast the movie star as a
reckless cavalier with a gun
in his hand and the defense
seeks to portray him as a
working actor just doing his
job. Cpl Alexandria Hancock
of the Santa Fe County
Sheriff's  Office  didn't
become the chief investiga-
tor until two weeks after the
October 2021 shooting, but
she conducted the first
interviews of Baldwin,
“Rust” armorer Hannah
Gutierrez-Reed and assis-
tant director David Halls,
the three people criminally
charged in the case.
Hancock was on the stand
briefly at the end of the day
Thursday and will continue
her direct examination by
the prosecution Friday
before undergoing what's
likely to be a long cross-
examination by the defense
as they look to poke holes in
an investigation they have
suggested unfairly focused
on Baldwin. Before Hancock
took the stand, Italian gun-
maker Alessandro Pietta tes-
tified Thursday about quali-
ty control in the manufac-
turing process for the gun
eventually acquired by an
Albuquerque-based gun
and ammunition supplier to

“Rust” and handled by
Baldwin in the fatal shoot-
ing. It was shipped in 2017,
and Pietta last examined the
gun in 2018 through a sales
and distribution company.
The provenance of the
gun, and its use for several
years in trade shows, is

under the microscope as
defense attorneys raise con-
cerns that the gun might
have been modified or
might otherwise discharge
under some circumstances
without a trigger pull
Baldwin has claimed the
gun fired accidentally after
he followed instructions to
point it toward Hutchins,
who was behind the cam-
era. Unaware that it was
loaded with a live round, he
said he pulled back the
hammer not the trigger and
it fired. Both Pietta and a
sales distributor who han-
dled the gun as recently as
September 2021 testified
that the revolver was in
good working order and
had not been modified

A miracle worker on migration

Wanted: an “exceptional
leader” with experience in
policing, intelligence or the
military, who is ready to
tackle one of the thorniest
issues in British politics.
Days after coming to power,
Britain’s government is
recruiting a chief for a new
Border Security Command
to “smash,” the job descrip-
tion says, the smuggling
gangs that help asylum-
seekers arrive from France
on small, often unseawor-
thy, boats. The search for
the border security com-
mander is the first action
taken by the new Labour
government to address the
unauthorized landings that
have become an embar-
rassing symbol of Britain’s
failure to control its borders.
Immigration is a divisive
political ~ topic  across
Europe and in Britain the
issue of migrants arriving
on small boats fueled gains
in the general election last
week by the anti-immigra-
tion party Reform UK, led by

Nigel Farage. Britain's new
prime minister, Keir
Starmer, has also scrapped
an expensive plan champi-
oned by the government of
his  predecessor, Rishi
Sunak, to send to Rwanda

some of the tens of thou-
sands of asylum-seekers
who have arrived on the
southern English coast.
Starmer described the plan
which was stalled by legal
challenges that prevented
anyone being put on a flight
as “dead and buried” That
has intensified the focus on
his strategy to confront a

problem that his predeces-
sors failed to tackle. Some
experts say success is possi-
ble but will require better
enforcement from the new
Border Security Command
and a far-reaching deal with

European nations, particu-
larly France. “If people are
desperate and want to come
here, they will come here,”
said Anand Menon, profes-
sor of European politics at
King’'s College London.
“Even if you did smash the
gangs which is a great slo-
gan because it sounds
proactive, aggressive and

you are dealing with bad-
dies I am very skeptical it
is going to lead to a signifi-
cant decrease in the num-
bers.” Growing Numbers of
All Migrants Despite the
headlines they generate, the
small-boat crossings repre-
sent a fraction of Britain’s

immigration numbers.
Overall numbers ballooned
under successive

Conservative governments
despite Britain’s departure
from the European Union,
which gave British authori-
ties complete control over
who to admit legally to the
country. Net migration has
roughly tripled since then,
hitting almost 750,000 in
2022, before falling back
slightly. By contrast, around
45,000 people arrived on
small boats in 2022 and
around 30,000 in 2023. Yet
they became a potent sym-
bol of the government’s lack
of grip. Sunder Katwala, the
director of British Future, a
research institute, says the
political problem facing
Starmer is fundamentally
one of optics.

Pietta testified that the ham-
mer on the gun will only
drop with a trigger pull “If
you want to release the
hammer you have to pull
the trigger,” he told the
courtroom. But Pietta also
noted that standard practice
is to only load the gun -- a

remake of a 19th century
revolver -- with five rounds,
and not six, to ensure the
firing pin does not rest on a
live round. Gun experts
including an FBI forensic
expert acknowledge that the
revolver can discharge if
pressure is applied to the
hammer while resting on a
live round. Before Hancock
returns to the stand, Judge
Mary Marlowe Sommer will
consider striking testimony
from Thursday about a
“good Samaritan” who

walked into a sheriff's sta-
tion with what he told
authorities was the supply
of ammunition that the bul-
let that killed Hutchins came
from, after the conviction
early this year of Gutierrez-
Reed for involuntary
manslaughter. The issue
came up during defense
questioning of sheriff's
crime scene technician
Marissa Poppell Baldwin
lawyer Alex Spiro suggested
with his questions that
Poppell and other authori-
ties had been overly cozy
with the film's firearms sup-
plier Seth Kenney and had
insufficiently investigated
whether he was responsible
for the fatal ammunition
reaching the set. Spiro
asked Poppell whether the
“good Samaritan” had
brought the ammunition
into the sheriff's depart-
ment, and she said he had
and she had written a
report on it, denying that
she had “buried it” to keep
it from the defense. Spiro
asked whether the man
“told you you all had been
duped by Seth Kenney.
Poppell said she had no rec-
ollection of that. The prose-
cution reacted with con-
tempt for the suggestion
that the man's claims were
legitimate.

according to South Korea's
presidential office. ROK
stands for the Republic of
Korea, South Korea's official
name. “The presidents
underscored that the
Guidelines document pro-
vides a solid foundation for
enhancing US-ROK extend-
ed deterrence cooperation
in an integrated manner,’
the joint statement said. The
first such guidelines agreed
between the two countries,
they're part of an effort to
flesh out a US commitment
to defend the South.
Washington has long prom-
ised to use all its capabili-
ties, including nuclear
weapons, to defend Seoul if
it is attacked. The Biden-
Yoon statement said that
any nuclear attack by North
Korea against South Korea
will be met with “a swift,
overwhelming and decisive

response.” Kim Tae-hyo, a
deputy national security
director in South Korea, told
reporters that the agree-
ment calls for integrating US
nuclear assets and South

Korean conventional
weapons to better respond
to North Korean nuclear
threats. He said that the two
countries will conduct joint
military exercises to help
implement the deterrence
guidelines. Details of the
South Korean-US nuclear
deterrence guidelines,
which Seoul called confiden-
tial, were not available. But
North Korea is still expected
to respond angrily, as it has
previously accused its rivals
of using the consultation
group to plot a nuclear
attack on the North. North
Korea's developing nuclear
arsenal is a major security
threat to South Korea.

India's population to peak in
early 2060s to 1.7 billion before
declining: United Nations

UN (AGENCY) India's population is projected to peak in
the early 2060s at about 1.7 billion and then decline by
12 per cent, but the country will remain the world's
most populous throughout the century, the United
Nations has said. The World Population Prospects 2024
report, released here on Thursday, said that the world’s
population is expected to continue growing over the
coming 50-60 years, reaching a peak of around 10.3 bil-
lion people in the mid-2080s, up from 8.2 billion in
2024. After peaking, the global population is projected to
start declining gradually, falling to 10.2 billion people by
the end of the century. India, which surpassed China as
the world's most populous nation last year; will continue
to hold that position through 2100.

Israel publishes findings of first
probe into its own security failings
during October 7 Hamas attack

JERUSALEM (AGENCY) The Israeli military published
on Thursday the findings of a first probe into its own
security failings during the devastating October 7 Hamas
attack, acknowledging it hadn’t protected the citizens of
one of the worst hit communities, Kibbutz Be’eri. More
than 100 people were killed in the attack on Be'eri, a
community of about 1,000 people, and 32 taken hostage
to Gaza, 11 of whom are still there. The probe examined
the day’s chain of events, fighting and security forces’
conduct, the military said. Some of the details have
already been revealed by Reuters and other media in the
weeks after the attack. While acknowledging its own fail-
ure in protecting the kibbutz civilians, the military hailed
the bravery of Be’eri residents, including its rapid

response team.
